WEEK 3: SOUND DOCTRINE



OUR GOAL TONIGHT:  
Gain an understanding of the preaching 
(kerygma) and the teaching (didache) 
of the apostles (apostolic doctrine) and 
their importance to churches of every 
generation.



KERYGMA: 
The gospel proclaimed by the Apostles, 
refers to what God, Jesus, and the Holy 
Spirit, have accomplished on our behalf, 
as proclaimed by those who learned 
directly from Jesus.



DIDACHE: 
Translated “teaching” I t refers 
specifically to “the teachings” of the 
Apostles about what we are expected 
to do in response to the gospel.
